The philosophical “paradigm” of care and its ethical-political dimensions: origins, critical
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Abstract

The dominant neoliberal model is based on the long-term devaluation of care and the welfare state.
The archetypal neoliberal subject relates to others only through its competitive self-enhancement
and self-domination, while the dominant model of social organization that emerges is competition.
In contrast to the dominant neoliberal model, the care model must take precedence at all levels of
our social life. In this context, we will examine the ethics of care and its practical applications, as
it is not just another ethical paradigm but goes beyond ethics. In other words, the ethics of care is
inseparable from politics. Thus, we will explore the origins of care ethics, its critical
confrontations, as well as its fields of application, particularly in regards to the environment,

bioethics and medical ethics, and technological ethics.
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
