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The proposed doctoral thesis entitled ""Attitudes and perceptions of teachers regarding the
level of literacy of students in the language course at the completion of their compulsory
education'' falls within the field of teaching the language course in the context of compulsory
secondary education. The primary objectives of this thesis are, on the one hand, to examine
and investigate teachers' perceptions about the level of literacy presented by all students who
successfully complete compulsory education, and on the other hand, to check children's literacy
levels so as to establish whether the teachers' perceptions that were recorded in the first part of
the survey are confirmed. The collection of data will be carried out through questionnaires,
which will be given to philologists who teach the course of Greek Language in the 3" year of
High School, while at a later stage a diagnostic intervention will be designed and carried out
so as to utilize authentic language texts of the students, through which their literacy levels will
be statistically weighed. Overall, this research aspires to add more information to existing
knowledge regarding the unbroken and linear flow of literacy through the end of compulsory
education, but also to provide new data on teachers' perceptions of students' literacy levels.
