Abstract

Social inclusion and integration of all citizens in a society are key factors for the long-
term well-being and stability of modern societies. Social cohesion require addressing
problems and removing disadvantages, especially those which are relating to people
who belong to vulnerable social groups. In order to achieve this goal, it is essential to
adopt appropriate policies and measures that benefit people belonging to vulnerable
social or disadvantaged groups by providing opportunities for them to integrate into the
society. Thus, planning should be geared to satisfying the needs of a different part of
society, including groups of people and regions needing targeted support to overcome
specific challenges and exclusions. Schools can contribute to successful participation
in society and it is one of the most powerful tools for building inclusive societies.
Schools can become integration hubs for children and their families. In this way, the
State introduces the policy of "affirmative action policy" as a compensatory education
program against educational inequality, supporting those pupils who are in more
difficulties and have disadvantaged backgrounds.

To achieve this, the State offers the Education Priority Zones (ZEPs), which are
"positive discrimination" policies and efforts to implement compensatory education for
more efficient educational practices in order to reduce social inequalities in learning
and education. However, the research conducted in countries that have implemented
ZEPs, records controversial findings describing the ZEP program as ineffective -both
educationally and socially- as it has not been associated with a reduction in school
drop-out and an increase in school success. There is a mismatch between the number
of pupils enrolled and the number of pupils remaining in school, poor cooperation and
communication between parents and schools and between schools and the community.
Also, the investigation notes limited implementation of innovative actions and serious
weaknesses in the assessment, dissemination and diffusion of good practices and a
reluctance of teachers to work in ZEP schools. Furthermore, the researchers recorded
phenomena of stigmatization and marginalization of pupils participating in Priority
Education Zones.

The present research proposal is based on the idea that studies on the
implementation of ZEPs, which constitutes the basic practice of "positive
discrimination" policies and contemporary compensatory education policy in Greece,
are limited since the issue has not been satisfactorily investigated in Greece in

sociological terms and perspective. It is reasonable to wonder whether ZEPs constitute



an essential intervention towards the reduction of educational inequality or a policy of
'illusion’ of opportunities. The present research proposal sets out three main objectives:
a) to identify the views and suggestions of school principals and counsellors in order to
outline the factors that constitute an obstacle to the educational and social integration
of students from vulnerable social groups in the contemporary Greek educational
system b) to investigate whether ZEPs succeed in combating educational disadvantages
by redressing issues of inequalities in education and c) to contribute in the future to the
improvement of the functioning and the enhancement of the effectiveness of ZEPs in
terms of educational and social integration of pupils and the widening of the
participation of pupils belonging to different vulnerable social groups in school and in
ZEPs. The methodological framework of the research includes source analysis, semi-

structured interviews, questionnaire completion and action/field research.

The prospect of education making a difference for children from disadvantaged
socio-economic classes is at the core of compensatory education. The duty and the
concern of education policy and academia is to find ways to improve the process. ZEPs
in Greece are proliferating and any findings from the research could contribute to the
proper functioning of the program, providing valuable knowledge for future

development of more effective practices.
