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Abstract

Learning needs often evolve faster than traditional teaching methods. The inverted teaching strategy
i1s a new way of teaching, which changes the traditional teaching structure and process, introducing
new teaching methods and learning approaches, leading at the same time to the implementation of
personalised teaching. This thesis begins with an introduction and analysis of the inverted teaching
strategy and studies both its design and implementation. The research part consists of three parts.
Initially, a quantitative survey will be conducted using a questionnaire addressed to teachers of
primary school level. The aim is to complete two hundred questionnaires. Then, an analysis of the
results will take place, examining the findings, and basing on these findings it will be considered
whether the findings can be generalised and conclusions drawn regarding the inverted teaching
method, its design, implementation and effectiveness. Then, a field study will be conducted into
two different schools of the same area, in the 6th grade of primary school where one class will be
taught a specific linguistic unit through the technique of the inverted classroom and the other
through a more traditional teaching method. The researcher will take notes and observe both
sections. At the end, a diagnostic test will be administered to students in both classes to investigate

which method was more effective.
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
