Abstract

The French philosopher Bernard Stiegler (1952 — 2020) audaciously advocated that
Western philosophical tradition has raised a Chinese wall between the philosophy of
time, on the one hand, and technical action that is technics, on the other. The genealogy
of such dichotomy, persisting all the way down to the so-called «end of metaphysicsy,



lies of course in Plato. According to Stiegler’s reading of the Phaedrus, ontological
time that is anamnesis is rendered with authenticity, whereas the hypomnetic activity,
which stands as a metaphor for technology, is relegated to a sophistic treachery which
involves the necessary telos of the ontic disavowal of Socrates’ immortal soul, a-
historical recollection. In a maximalistic re-reading of human history, Stiegler inquires
the history of philosophy and its dualisms from the perspective of an unforgiving
heideggerian forgetfulness. This forgetfulness of philosophical meditation, according
to his point, refers to the hypothesis that technology is the hidden, constitutive element
of human nature: our ability to temporalize time, which means our conscious self-
reflection as finite beings. We suggest that Stiegler’s philosophical itinerary consists in
the (heideggerian) acceptance of our death as well as its transcendence. His project lies
in the disclosure of the technical constitution of time and its «pharmacological»
dimension, which consists, on the one hand, in the supplement of man, and, on the other
hand, in the impossible character of the inevitable industrialization of memory and the
proletarianization of cognitive subjects in the Anthropocene.
