The course intends to show the connection between philosophical theory and education, not only from
the historical-philosophical, but also from the systematic and the practical philosophical perspective
and in inextricable relation with educational institutions on all levels.

With this aim, the course deals with those philosophical theories of the 20th century that are focused
on themes such as authority, dominance, emancipation, social injustice, repetition of the social system,
and colonization of the biocosm — theories that have influenced important critical pedagogical
currants in our time like critical pedagogy, anti-racist education and communication classes (...), which
in turn have contributed, directly or indirectly, to democratical reforms in education.

The course will be based on the examination and research of primary sources of these philosophical

theories, supported by relevant secondary literature; it also will apply modern teaching methods based
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on the interdisciplinary cooperation among the participants so as to offer them the opportunity to
exercise their critical powers and to expand their immanent abilities and research interests. At the end
of the course, with their acquired knowledge and abilities, the participants ought to be adequately
prepared for the development of new scientific insights and the use of new teaching models, in order

to improve, in future, the educational process on the levels of our educational system.
