Abstract

The question of justice, equality in the granting of rights and the concept of right
and good, are just some of the key issues that John Rawls dealt with in his “Theory of
Justice”. In various social contract theories, the existence and actions of the state in
safeguarding individual liberties and administering justice, is legitimized and defined.
The concept of the state, as it has evolved over the years to its current form, is an
ambiguous concept. According to Rawls, the organization of society is based on two
fundamental principles: the principle of equality and the principle of difference. By
studying Rawls's Theory of Justice, we will be examining not only the moral and
political dimensions of the existence of the state and the way he balances the need for
the existence of the state, but also the importance of preserving individual freedoms
and autonomy. The question of how much “state” we need to ensure social justice and
welfare, will be the subject of extensive study. More generally, this research aims,
through the critical analysis of the two principles on which social coexistence is built,
to contribute to the debate on justice and the role of the state in achieving just societies.
